Anthrax is a sudden onset illness caused by the spore-farming bactenm (germ) Bacius
anthracis. Anthrax most commanly occurs in hoofed animals and can also infect hurnans
Anthrax s an uncommon infection but has caused much concern since the recent threats of
hioterrarism (to scare or hurt @ person using germs as weapons). Much fear of this iliness is
due to lack of knowledge. This is an illness which can be treated with common antibiotics. It is
a dangerous iliness, but one you most likely will never face

FACTS ABOUT ANTHRAX

= Symptoms of the disease vary depending on how the disease was contracted, but
usually occur within 7 days after exposure. The serious forms of human anthrax are an
infection in the lungs ( i4alation antnrax), infection on the skin { cutanecus antiral),
and an infection of the bowel ( infestina anthran

Initial symptoms of inhalation anthrax infection may resemble a common cold. After
several days, the symptoms may work up to severe breathing problems and shoek
{lowered hlood pressure). Inhalation anthrax s aften fatal.

The intestinal disease form of anthrax may follow the eating of infected food and is
characterized by asudden inflammation of the intestinal tract. Initial signs of navsez
(feeling sick to your stomach), loss of appetite, vomiting, and fever are followed by
